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I. The Japanese-Language Proficiency Test

1. Objectives and Administration of the Test

(1) Objectives
The Japanese-Language Proficiency Test is held in Japan and abroad to evaluate and certify
Japanese-language proficiency of non-native speakers.

(2) Administrative Organizations
The Japan Foundation works with local host institutions to administer the test outside Japan.
(In Taiwan, the Japan Foundation and the Japan-Taiwan Exchange Association jointly administer
the test.) It is administered by Japan Educational Exchanges and Services in Japan.

(3) Eligibility
Applicants should be, in principle, non-native speakers of Japanese.

2. Contents of the Test
